Girer Aykal started studying music at Ankara State
Conservatory. He graduated from the violin department
where he was a student of Necdet Remzi Atak in 1963 and
from the composition department where he studied under
Adnan Saygun in 1969. In the same year he was granted

a state scholarship to study at Guildhall School of Music

in London, England with leading composers like Andre
Previn and George Hurst. He graduated from Guildhall
School of Music and Royal Academy Advanced Conducting
Departments as the first of his class in 1972. Aykal then
went to Italy where he was awarded a “Diploma of Merit”

in conducting at Academia Chigiana and graduated from
Santa Cecilia Academy where he served as assistant
conductor to Franco Ferrera. At the same time, he studied
Gregorian choral music and Renaissance polyphonic music
with Bartolucci at Pontificio Istituto di Musica Sacra in
Vatican upon the request of Adnan Saygun.

In 1975, Aykal was appointed Principal Conductor of

the Presidential Symphony Orchestra and also acted as
the General Director of the State Opera and Ballet for
some time. Meanwhile, he launched the Ankara Chamber



Orchestra with Suna Kan and conducted more than
hundred concerts of the orchestra abroad, as well as

those in the country. He gave many concerts with leading
orchestras of European countries and served as conductor
of the English Chamber Orchestra and Amsterdam
Concertgebouw Chamber Orchestra.

Also a professor of conducting at home and abroad,
Aykal taught advanced conducting classes in Indiana
(Bloomington) University, Texas Tech and UTEP
Universities in the USA. Currently, he continues teaching
at Bilkent University. While acting as General Musical
Director in the USA, Aykal was awarded the title of
“Professor Emeritus”.

Giirer Aykal was named a State Artist in 1981 for his
international achievements and services in the field

of music. He recorded CDs and DVDs with prominent
ensembles including the London Philharmonic, Radio of
Northern Germany (NDR), Ankara Chamber Orchestra,
Bilkent Symphony Orchestra, Presidential Symphony
Orchestra and El Paso Symphony Orchestra, among others.

In 1999, Giirer Aykal was named Artist of the Year by the
Turkish Journalists Association for his contributions to the
promotion of the contemporary Republic of Turkey in and
outside the country through music.

Aykal, who founded the Borusan Istanbul Philharmonic
Orchestra in 1999 and acted as its Principal Conductor
and General Music Director, currently continues to serve
as the orchestra’s Honorary Conductor. He assumed the
responsibility of establishing and developing the Antalya
Symphony Orchestra between 2000 and 2004. In May
2008, he was decorated with the Finnish State Medal for his
contributions to the cultural cooperation between Turkey
and Finland. He was granted an achievement prize in the
category of International Performing Arts in the context of
Rome Lazio between Europe and Mediterranean Festival in
a ceremony held in Rome. Aykal was awarded an Honorary
Doctorate from Bilkent University and a Gold Medal of
Honor by Sevda-Cenap And Music Foundation in 2011.

To promote the modern face of Turkey, Giirer Aykal
launched the NEW Manhattan Sinfonietta in the context of
the Turkish American Art Society of New York (TAASNY)
in 2018 with a view to enabling young Turkish soloists and
composers to perform to a worldwide audience from the
Carnegie Hall.

Described by the German newspaper Die Welt as a
“perfect example of a thinking musician” and lauded

by the New York Times for his “musically refined and
technically elegant performances,” pianist David Fray is a
preeminent artist of his generation.

Acclaimed for his interpretations of music from Bach

to Boulez, Fray performs in the world’s major venues

as a recitalist, soloist, and chamber musician. He has
collaborated with leading conductors, among them
Semyon Bychkov, Christoph Eschenbach, Paavo Jarvi, Kurt
Masur, Riccardo Muti, Esa-Pekka Salonen, and Yannick
Nézet-Séguin, appearing with the Royal Concertgebouw
Orchestra, Bavarian Radio Orchestra, Philharmonia
Orchestra, London Philharmonie, Dresden Philharmonic,
Orchestre de Paris, and Orchestre National de France.

He made his US debut in 2009 with the Cleveland
Orchestra, followed by performances with the Boston
Symphony, San Francisco Symphony, New York



Philharmonic, Chicago Symphony, and Los Angeles
Philharmonic. He has played recitals at Carnegie

Hall, Lincoln Center, and Chicago’s Symphony Center
and performs regularly at the Vienna Konzerthaus,
Mozarteum Salzburg, London’s Wigmore Hall, and
Théatre des Champs Elysées in Paris. Fray has a deep and
longstanding affinity for the works of Johann Sebastian
Bach and is performing the composer’s monumental
Goldberg Variations widely, at many prestigious venues.
At the Théatre des Champs-Elysées, in addition to a
performance of the Variations, he presents a cycle of Bach
keyboard concertos for 2, 3, and 4 pianos with Fray, who
play-directs from the piano, accompanied by his teacher,
Jacques Rouvier, and his two former pupils Audrey
Vigoureux and Emmanuel Christien.

Fray, a Warner exclusive artist, has released many albums;
his latest is the Bach Goldberg Variations. Previous
recordings include Bach violin sonatas with Renaud
Capucon; music of Chopin; Schubert’s late piano works;
and Bach keyboard concertos for 2, 3, and 4 pianos. His first
album featured works of Bach and Boulez and was praised
as the “best record of the year” by the London Times and
Le Soir, and his disc of Bach keyboard concertos with the
Deutsche Kammerphilharmonie received an award from
the German Recording Academy. Other recordings include
Schubert’s Moments Musicaux and Impromptus, as well as
Mozart piano concertos with the Philharmonia Orchestra
and Jaap van Zweden. In 2008, the TV network ARTE +7
presented a documentary featuring Fray, directed by the
renowned French director Bruno Monsaingeon. The film
Sing, Swing & Think was subsequently released on DVD.

In 2021, Fray founded and presented the first edition of

a new Festival, L’Offrande Musicale, which takes place
annually in his native region of Hautes-Pyrénées in
southwestern France and lends support to people with
disabilities.

David Fray has received several awards including the
German Echo Klassik Prize for Instrumentalist of the
Year, and the Young Talent Award from the Ruhr Piano
Festival. In 2008, he was named Newcomer of the Year by
BBC Music Magazine. At the 2004 Montreal International
Music Competition, he received both the Second Grand
Prize and the Prize for the best interpretation of a Canadian
work. He started taking piano lessons at the age of four
and furthered his studies with Jacques Rouvier at the
Conservatoire National Supérieur in Paris.

Naile Methiyeva & Irkin Aktiize “Miizigi Okumak”

Grieg composed “Peer Gynt”, one of his masterpieces, as
stage music for well-known Norwegian writer H. Ibsen’s
drama with the same title. Characteristics of Grieg’s art,
its rich melodic texture, color and transparency of his
orchestration language become visible in the work. The
composer does not attempt to express the philosophy of
Ibsen’s drama; he articulates its poetic quality, rural life
and fantastic episodes, bringing the content of the drama
closer to folk art.

In this concert, you will listen to “The Death of Aase”,

a mournful movement played by strings only and
reminding a funeral march. Written in 4/4 time and B
minor tone, it has a slow and sorrowful tempo (Andante
doloroso). In the third act, Solveig leaves her home

and joins Peer Gynt, who lives in a cabin he built in the



woods. However, Peer Gynt would decide to travel the
world to prove himself. He first goes to visit his mother.
The poor widow Aase is on her deathbed. While his

son eagerly tells her of his dreams, Aase dies in peace.
Muted strings first rise with a moving nobility and then
become chromatically low-pitched in pain (doloroso).
This grieving music adopts an even darker color a few
measures before it ends. Aase is dead.

Wolfgang Amadeus MOZART (1756-1791)
Piano Concerto No.21, C Major, K.467

Tchaikovsky, “Benim kanaatime gére, Mozart'in

miizigi giizelligin doruk noktasina erigmigtir” demistir.
Beethoven, “Yagamim boyunca Mozart’in en biiyiik
hayrani oldum ve son nefesime kadar da &éyle kalacagim”
diyerek biiyiik besteciye olan duygularini vurgulamis;
Honneger ise “Mozart miizik demektir” diyerek
diisiincelerini ifade etmistir.

Cogu zaman Mozart 1 “Rokoko’nun ¢ocugu” olarak
adlandirarak, onun miizigini yalniz negeli ve aydinlik
hislerin ifadesi tarzinda nitelemislerdir. Oysa

Mozart'in miizigindeki gerilim-¢oziiliim iligkileri, nege
yaninda keder, dramatizm gibi unsurlar tagiyan trajik
gelismeleri igerir. Buna érnek olarak {inlii Requiem’ini,
saheserlerinden biri olan “Don Juan” operasinin trajik
sayfalarini, piyano i¢in yazdigi Do mindr Fantezisi ve Re
mindr Kongertosunu gésterebiliriz.

Mozart’in yaraticiliinda kongertolar 6zel bir yer alir.
Mozart’in Do majér Piyano Koncgertosu aydinlik, nese
dolu bir yapattir. Ug bsliimden olusur. Birinci béliim
(Allegro maestoso), orkestranin sundugu hagmetli

mars karakterindeki tema ile baslar. Parlak, senlikli bir
ortamda stirer. Ikinci béliim (Andante), sakin, hayal dolu
bir miiziktir. Burada Mozart’in miiziJine 6zgii zengin
melodik yapida, lirik bir tablo sezilir. Uciineii bsliim
(Allegro assai) renkli, neseli, parlak bir Rondo’dur.

Tchaikovsky expressed his “profound conviction that
Mozart is the highest, the supreme point attained by
beauty in the sphere of music”. Beethoven explained his
feelings for Mozart saying that “I have always counted
myself amongst the greatest admirers of Mozart and



shall remain so until my last breath”. As for Honegger,
“Mozart means music.”

Mozart was frequently described as a “child of Rococo”
by those who considered his music an expression

of only bright and joyful emotions. However, the
tension-resolution relations in his music include tragic
developments that harbor elements like sorrow and
dramatism, along with joy. Examples including his
well-known Requiem, tragic pages of his Don Giovanni
opera, one of his masterpieces, Fantasia in C minor and
Concerto in D minor for piano all attest to this claim.

Concerti hold a special place in Mozart’s creativity. His
Piano Concerto in C major is a bright and joyful work.

It consists of three movements. The first movement
(Allegro maestoso) begins with a majestic march-like
theme presented by the orchestra. It continues in a
glittering, festive atmosphere. The second movement
(Andante) is a calmer, imaginative piece of music. Here,
a lyrical picture with a rich melodic structure that is
unique to Mozart’s music is sensed. The third movement
(Allegro assai) is a colorful and jovial, bright Rondo.

Sergei PROKOFIEV (1891-1953)
Romeo and Juliet (Excerpts)

Bir tarim uzmaninin oglu olarak ekonomik ve kiiltiirel
acidan iyi sartlarda yetisen besteci, ¢cok kiiciik
yaglardan itibaren besteler yapmaya baglamas, 11
yasinda aldidi bestecilik derslerinin ardindan 1904
yilinda St. Petersburg konservatuvarina kabul edilmigti.
Doénemin Rusya'da yayginlasan radikal modernist
akimlarindan da etkilenen geng besteci konservatuvarin
Korsakof, Glazunov gibi hocalarini geri kafali buluyor,
bu yiizden catigmalar yagiyordu. Bu sebepten &tiirti

1909 yilinda bestecilik bélimiini vasat bir derece ile
bitirdi. Ancak daha sonra 8grenimini devam ettirdigi
piyano bélimiinden 1914 yilinda en biiyiik derece olan
Rubinstein 6diilii ile mezun oldu. 1916-17 yillarinda
besteledigi, "Klasik Senfoni" olarak bilinen birinci
senfonisi ile énemli bir basar1 kazandi.

Onur Tiirkmen

Born to an agronomist father, Sergei Prokofiev

was raised under favorable economic and cultural
conditions. He started composing at a very early age and
received composing lessons when he was 11. In 1904,

he was admitted to the St. Petersburg Conservatory.
However, as a young composer influenced by the
radical modernist movement of the time which was
spreading in Russia, he found some of his professors
like Korsakov and Glazunov parochial and had conflicts
at the Conservatory. Therefore, he graduated from

the composing department with a mediocre degree

in 1909. However, he continued his education at the
piano department and received the Rubinstein Award,
the highest award granted in 1914. Prokofiev achieved
significant success with his first symphony, known as
the Classical Symphony, composed from 1916 to 1917.
After the 1917 Revolution, he left his country and settled
first in New York and then in Paris.

In 1936, Prokofiev decided to return to Russia. He was
well aware that the innovative features of his music
would contravene the Soviet Union administration,
particularly the oppressive attitude of the Stalin period.
Upon the success of the ballets he wrote during his Paris
period for Ballets Russes as part of his agreement with
its director Diaghilev, the Bolshoi Ballet in Moscow
commissioned him to compose Romeo and Juliet. His



decision to go back to Russia might have been influenced
by both the unprecedented international success this
work brought to him and the fact that the work became
an insignia of the Bolshoi Ballet.

The ballet written on the immortal play where
Shakespeare tells the tragic story of two lovers from
feuding families was reused later to extract suites for the
orchestra.
