He has since appeared
with the Orquesta Filarménica de Buenos Aires, the
BBC Symphony Orchestra, Detroit Symphony, Houston

la Comunitat Valenciana (Palau de les Arts), Orquesta

Christoph Sietzen has been praised by the media as an
outstanding talent — a refreshingly natural musician
notable for his technical mastery and powerful stage
presence. He gave his debut at Salzburg Festival aged 12
and was a prizewinner at the prestigious ARD International
Music Competition in 2014. In 2018 he was awarded the
ICMA (International Classical Music Awards) Young

Artist Award and the European Concert Hall Organisation
(ECHO) named him a Rising Star for the 2017-18 season.

In the current season Christoph is featured as “Great
Talent” by Vienna’s Konzerthaus, where he will be



performing regularly. He will also perform at the Golden
Hall of the Vienna Musikverein, the Great Festival

Hall Salzburg, the Romanian Atheneum Bucharest

and the Philharmonie Luxembourg as well as a recital

tour across several cities in Austria. Further highlights
include appearances at the Grafenegg Festival with the
Tonkiinstlerorchester under Yukata Sado and at the Sound
Unbound Festival at the Barbican London with the Academy
of Ancient Music. He will also appear on shows of the
Bavarian Broadcasting, the Deutschlandfunk and the ZDF.

Christoph Sietzen, a citizen of Luxembourg, was born in
Salzburg. He started learning percussion at the age of six,
taking lessons from Martin Grubinger, and later attended
the Anton Bruckner Private University in Linz, where his
teachers were Bogdan Bacanu, Leonhard Schmidinger

and Josef Gumpinger. He also studied double bass and
harpsichord, taking a special interest in baroque repertoire.
Since 2014 he has held a teaching position at Vienna’s
University for Music and the Performing Arts.

He has appeared at major concert halls such as
Elbphilharmonie Hamburg, Berlin and Vienna Konzerthaus,
Philharmonie Luxemburg, Cologne Philharmonie,
Salzburg’s Grosses Festspielhaus, Miipa Budapest,
Gulbenkian Foundation Lizbon, Palau de la Mtsica
Barcelona, Stockholm Konserthuset, Bozar Brussels,
Concertgebouw Amsterdam and Suntory Hall in Tokyo.

Christoph has performed with orchestras including

the Bavarian Radio Symphony Orchestra, Mozarteum
Orchestra Salzburg, WDR Funkhaus Orchestra Cologne,
Romanian National Symphony Orchestra and Polish
National Radio Symphony Orchestra and he has shared
the stage with such artists as Howard Griffiths, Frank
Strobel, Alexander Liebreich, Cristian Mandeal, Michael
Tabachnik, Bogdan Bacanu, Peter Sadlo, Martin Grubinger
as well as the Oscar-winning actor Karl Markovics and
multi-instrumentalist Hubert von Goisern. Christoph is the
founding member of the Marimba-Ensemble “The Wave
Quartet” with Bogdan Bacanu.

Composers who have written works for Christoph Sietzen
include Stewart Copeland, formerly of rock band “The
Police”, Alexander Mullenbach, Ivan Boumanns, Jakob
Gruchmann and Alexander Wagendristel, while a new
concerto has been commissioned from Georg Friedrich Haas
by the Philharmonie Luxembourg. Sietzen also regularly
gives masterclasses, which have taken him to China, Japan,



the Netherlands, Portugal, Romania and Spain.

Christoph Sietzen’s solo CD received the Pizzicato
Supersonic Award, taking its name from a work composed
for Sietzen by Emmanuel Séjourné: “Attraction”. Pizzicato
magazine described it as “a stupendous solo performance
in every respect”. It also features music by Bruce Hamilton,
Arvo Pirt, John Psathas, Andrew Thomas and Iannis
Xenakis. His most recent album featuring the percussion
concerti by Avner Dorman and Einojuhani Rautaavara was
released in September 2018. Additionally, Christoph has
made a number of recordings as a member of The Wave
Quartet. The quartet’s discography includes arrangements
of works by Bach and other baroque composers, and a new
disc with compositions by Johann Sebastian Bach, recorded
with L'Orfeo Barockorchester, was released in 2017 by Sony
Classical and awarded with the Supersonic Award.

Dokunun her bir parcasi,
kendi tiirlintin “ruhu”nu ortaya koyarak, deyim yerindeyse
zamanimizin ve kiiltlirimiizin ¢esitliligini ifade eden
insancil bir biitiin yaratmaya ¢abaliyor. Béliim ilerledikce
solistler ve orkestra bagtan ¢ikaricidan tehlikeliye dogru
giden renkli bir yolculuga ¢ikiyorlar.

“Zehirler!”de solistler, ellerindeki perkiisyon
enstriimanlarinin biitiin ¢esitliligini kullaniyorlar. Béliim,
(bateri takiminin ¢aldig) kavgac: bir ritmik ériintiiyle
orkestranin tutkulu patlamalar: arasindaki gelgitlere
dayaniyor. Asir1 neseli bir esriklikle takintili bir kaygi,

ac1 ve sanrilar arasinda bir sarkag gibi sallaniyor. Bsliim
gelistikce miizik giderek tagkin bir hal aliyor ve finalde bir
patlamayla, bosalma ve 6liimle son buluyor.



The title Spices, Perfumes, Toxins! refers to three substances
that are extremely appealing, yet filled with danger. Spices
delight the palate, but can cause illness; perfumes seduce,
but can also betray; toxins bring ecstasy, but are deadly.

The concerto combines Middle-Eastern drums, orchestral
percussion, and rock drums with orchestral forces - a
unique sound both enticing and dangerous.

Spices, Perfumes, Toxins! is a result of years of
collaboration with PercaDu. While we were still students
at the Rubin Academy of Music in Tel-Aviv, Tomer and Adi
asked me to write a piece for them. All three of us aimed
at a piece that would be markedly Israeli and would reflect
young Israeli culture. The process of composing the piece
involved working closely with PercaDu on my ideas and
testing them on the instruments long before the piece

was done. In hindsight, I believe that the most important
choice in making the piece sound Israeli was the use of
four Darbukas and Tom-Toms in addition to Marimbas.
The piece, Udacrep Akubrad (PercaDu Darbuka spelled
backwards) became one of PercaDu’s signature pieces and
my most performed composition and is the basis for the
first movement of the concerto.

“Spices” - the first movement draws its inspiration from the
music of our region (extending its boundaries to the east as
far as the Indian sub-continent). The piece is largely based
on Middle-Eastern and Indian scales and uses the Indian
system of Talas for rhythmic organization. I use these
elements within a large-scale dramatic form and employ
repetitive minimalism as it appears in the music traditions
of the East and in the works of Western minimalists of the
past forty years. Approximately at the movement’s golden
section there is a cadenza that precurses the last movement
of the concerto.

In “Perfumes”, the sonic world changes as one of the
percussionists leaves the marimba and plays on a
vibraphone. In “Perfumes” I use what I call multicultural
polyphony. The opening theme of the movement (in the
marimba) is reminiscent of Baroque arias. The three flutes
that accompany the melody (regular, alto, and bass) echo
the ornamental nature of the melody and transform it into
lines characteristic of Middle-Eastern folk music. At the
same time, the bass line borrows its sound from the world
of Jazz. Each part of the texture contributes the “soul” of its
genre, so to speak, in an effort to create a humanistic whole



that express the diversity of our time and culture. As the
movement progresses the soloists and orchestra embark on
a colorful journey from the seductive to the dangerous.

In “Toxins!” the soloists use the entire variety of
percussion instruments at their disposal. The movement
is based on alternation between an aggressive rhythmic
pattern (played on drumsets) and passionate outbursts

in the orchestra. It swings like a pendulum between
extreme joyous ecstasy and obsessive anxiety, pain, and
delusions. As the movement develops, the music becomes
increasingly fanatical until the final outburst of catharsis

and death.

Sergey RACHMANINOV (1873-1943)
Senfonik Danslar | Symphonic Dances, Op.45

1873 yilinda dogan Rachmaninov yagadid: cagda énemli bir
besteci, sef ve 6nde gelen piyanistlerden biri olmustur. Bu
konserde dinleyeceginiz eser sanat¢inin yazdidi son eserdir
ve 1940 yilinda bestelenmistir. Besteci 1939 yilinda savas
sebebi ile Avrupa’dan Amerika’ya gelmis, 1940 yilinin
baslarinda Philadelphia Orkestrasinin yalnizca kendisinin
eserlerinden olugan bir programa sahip konserine piyanist
ve (Walter Damrosch ve Gustav Mahler’in yani sira) sef
olarak katilmigtir.

Rachmaninov Rusya’dan ayrildiktan sonra 6zellikle
Amerika’ya hicbir zaman aligamamis, oldukea igce déniik
bir yasant: stirmisttiir. Belki de bu sebepten miizik
diinyasinda yirminci yiizyilin ilk yarisinda yer alan pek

¢ok gelismeden hemen hi¢ etkilenmemis, melodi temelli
romantik yaklasimindan hi¢ vazgegcmemistir. Romantik
gelenegin programatik uygulamalarina yakin duran besteci
pek cok eserini bagka sanat dallarindan aldig: ilhamla
bestelemistir.

Senfonik danslarda da biiyiik ihtimalle Michael Fokine’nin
koreografilerinden esinlenmis, eseri tamamladiktan

sonra kendisine ¢almis ancak bu eserin bir baleye
doéntismesi Fokine’nin 1942 yilindaki éliimiinden dolay:
gerceklegsmemisgtir.

Rachmaninov’un giiniimiizde de en ¢ok seslendirilen
eserlerindendir.

Born in 1873, Rachmaninov was a significant composer and
conductor and a leading pianist of his time. The work to

be performed in this concert was composed in 1940 and is
the last one written by the musician. Moving to the United
States from Europe in 1939 due to the war, Rachmaninoff
performed both as the pianist and conductor (together with
Walter Damrosch and Gustav Mahler) in the 1940 concert of
Philadelphia Orchestra featuring his works only.

Unable to adapt to the United States, especially after leaving
Russia, Rachmaninov had a quite reclusive life. This may
explain why he was not influenced by any development

that took place in the first half of the twentieth century

in the world of music and did not abandon his melody-
based romantic approach. In fact, with his preference for
the programmatic practices of the romantic tradition, the
composer took the inspiration for many of his works from
other fields of art.

The inspiration for Symphonic Dances, for instance, most
probably came from Michael Fokine’s choreographies, and
although the composer played the work upon its completion
to Fokine so that it can be adapted to ballet, the idea could
not reach to fruition because of the death of Fokine in 1942.

Expressing a variety of moods one after another through
familiar, but skillfully created orchestral tints that were
designed to be coherent with dance steps, the work

is among the most commonly performed works of
Rachmaninov.
