As a composer-performer-audiovisual artist, his interests
include (but not limited to) combining contemporary

art music with various musical and theatrical elements
though timbre-based sound worlds and audio-visual
projects ranging from concert music to interdisciplinary
stage works. A key aspect of his artistic output is his music
theaters which focus on topics between the spectrum of
real life and sci-fi settings with audiovisual and scenic
elements. He is also heavily active with his audiovisual
works that often result in collaborations with artists from
various fields.

In the 2022-23 season, “underneath the pieces...” for flute
and puzzle was featured within the scope of Musikfestival
Bern with the commission of ArtConnection while “Seyyah
17, his concerto for pan flute and orchestra was premiered
by Matthijs Koene and Bilkent Symphony Orchestra.
Later in the year, his concert long musiktheater “C-AML”
had its premier in September. During 2023-24 Season,

his new series “Indigo” premiers with the first chapter
being commissioned by Ensemble TaG Winterthur for
their “30 Jahre Ensemble TaG - ein Gesprachskonzert
zum Jubildum” in June, followed by the “100th
Anniversary of Turkish Republic Commission” by Bilkent
Symphony Orchestra for October and an ensemble piece
commissioned by Ensemble Proton Bern within the scope
of “Protonwerk 13” to be premiered in April 2024.



His most recent stage works were his auto-biographical
musiktheater piece “Suita” that was a part of Play Time
Festival and his audiovisual project “Chaplin Prints”.
Some notable concerts from past seasons include his
string quartet “Senri (II)” with Arditti Quartet and his
Seyyah concept pieces; "Seyyah Trio" with ensemble
XX.janrhundert, “Seyyah III” with Cikada and “Seyyah
Trilogy” with Black Pencil Ensemble. Also, “Ronin”

for mixed quartet was recorded by Klangforum Wien
during OutHEAR New Music Week and his miniature for
saxophone quartet “Pati” was premiered by Sigma Project
within the scope of Mixtur 2020.

He has worked with ensembles such as Arditti Quartet,
Klangforum Wien, Cikada, Ensemble Proton Bern,
Ensemble TaG Winterthur, Black Pencil Ensemble,
ensemble XX. Janrhundert, Collegium Novum Zurich,
Bilkent Symphony Orchestra, NK Ensemble and
Hezarfen Ensemble. He is pursuing his doctorate
research in Freiburg Bern Graduate School for Artistic
Research, supervised by Nathalie Meidhof and Simon
Steen-Andersen. He holds a B.A. degree in Theory and
Composition from Bilkent University Faculty of Music
and Performing Arts with Yigit Aydin and an M.A. degree
from Hochschule der Kiinste Bern in Music Composition
with Simon Steen-Andersen and Xavier Dayer. During
various workshops, he had private lectures with well-
known composers such as Mark Andre, Michael Beil,
Stefano Gervasoni, Pierre Jodlowski, Klaus Lang, Ken
Ueno, Matthew Shlomowitz to name a few. Arda Yurdusev
is based in Bern, Switzerland.

Yurdusev describes his work Indigo as follows:

“Indigo is a series which comprises of several chapters with
each featuring a different instrumental setting. The word
indigo comes from the word “indicum”, which is a deep
shade of blue. Amongst the many version of this shade,
indigo dye evokes a sense of serenity and has this calming
effect on the observer.

As a series, Indigo aims at a sound world that lives in
between past and present. Each installment of the series
is filled with quotations from various musical works that
somehow left a significant trace within the composer's
life. A sound world that lives in between, finds its balance
within the clash of various aesthetics, just like the indigo
dye that finds itself in between shades.



Written for the 100th anniversary of Tiirkiye, “Oz”
represents the essence behind the clash between this rich
history and the potential of the new century. The piece
features an aesthetic world that embraces the past while
heading onto the future, just like the indigo dye that brings
different shades together.

As the title suggests, the piece has been built on the pillars
of this unique heritage and manifests the core of the people
that made and continue to make the future of this culture;
by being gentle and delicate without giving up the strong
character that defines the passion which lives inside each
individual”

Variations on a Rococo Theme

1876 yilinda yazilmais eser, {inlii Alman
viyolonselci Wilhelm Fitzenhagen’e
ithaf edilmistir. Eser, bestecinin
Mozart’a olan hayranhigini ifade eder.
Bir tema ve yedi ¢egitlemeden olusan
yapitin ana temasi klasik tslupta

yazilmigtir. Besteci cesitlemeleri
hem ciddi iislupta (No.1,2,6) hem de serbest, romantik
tarzda (No.3,4,5,7) kurar. Cesitlemelerin araliksiz gelisimi,
senfonik araclarin kullanilmasiyla saglanir.

Written in 1876, the work is dedicated to the famous
German cellist Wilhelm Fitzenhagen. The work expresses
the composer's admiration for Mozart. The main theme of
the work, which consists of a theme and seven variations, is
written in classical style. The composer sets the variations
both in a serious style (Nos. 1,2,6) and in a free, romantic
style (Nos. 3,4,5,7). The continuous development of the
variations is achieved through the use of symphonic
instruments.



Cemal Resit REY (1904-1985)
Turkiye

Tiirkiye’de klasik miizigin cagdaslasma
akimini baslatan ilk besteci sayilan
Cemal Resit Rey, 1904 yilinda Kudiis’te
dogmus, dogumundan kisa bir siire
sonra ailesi Istanbul’a tasinmisgtar.
Aydin bir diplomat olan babas,

aristokrat bir aileden gelip piyano
calan annesi ve Galatasaray Lisesindeki hocalar: tarafindan
miiziJe olan yetenedi cok kiiciik yaglarda fark edilmistir.
1913 yilinda ailesi ile Paris’e yerlesmis, béylece Fransa’nin
dncii bestecilerinden Paris Konservatuvar1 miidiirii Gabriel
Faure ile tanigmistir. I. Diinya Savas: sirasinda egitimine
Cenevre Konservatuvarinda devam etmis, 1919 yilinda
mezun olarak Istanbul’a dénmiis, savasin bitiminden sonra
Paris’e dénerek piyano ve kompozisyon egitimine devam
etmistir.

1923’te Halid Ziya Usakligil’in 6nerisi {izerine, heniiz

19 yasindayken, Istanbul Konservatuvarinda piyano ve
kompozisyon hocasi olarak gérev yapmaya baslamistir. Bir
yandan, ¢cagdas Tiirk miizigi kavraminin olugum stirecini
baglatan eserler yazarken, diger yandan da 8grencilerine
en nitelikli egitimi vermenin, topluma ¢agdas miizigi
sevdirmenin gayreti icerisinde olmustur.

1973’te bestelenmis Tiirkiye Senfonik Rapsodiler, istanbul
Filarmoni Derneginin bestecinin 8limiintin ardindan
eserlerini diizenleme caligmalar sirasinda, 1986 yilinda
bulunmustur.

Senfonik Rapsodiler, birbirine kesintisiz olarak (attaca)
baglanmis 10 ayr1 béliimden olusur. izlenimei yaklagimiyla
Anadolu’nun bir ucundan digerine yapilan bir yolculugu
cagristirir. Besteci bu yaklasim cercevesinde ses renklerine
bliytik 6nem verir. Makamlarin esnek yapilarinin
gecirgenligi icerisinde zaman zaman figiirasyonun

¢ok belirginlestigi folklorik ritimlere, yoresel ezgilere,
zaman zaman da daha soyut belirsiz renklere yonelir.

Ayni esneklik igerisinde sik sik kullanilan solo pasajlar,
kiiciik ensemble béliimleri ve tiim orkestranin birlikte
seslendirdigi kisimlar birbiri ardina siralanir.



Ayni bicimde, makamlarla kosut bir bicimde kullanilan
uyumsuz araliklar ve kontrapuntal pasajlar dinleyiciye
sebebini tam olarak anlayamadig: bir burukluk hissi verir.
Ses renkleri ve makamlarin etkileyici bir bicimde i¢ ice
gectigi bu eserin kesintisiz siirekliligi icerisinde, besteci
Anadolu’nun hiizniinii, acilarini ve coskusunu zaman
zaman disaridan gézlemlemekte, zaman zamansa tiim
benligi ile bu duygulara dahil olmaktadir.

It can be said that Cermal Resit Rey is the first composer
who launched the modernization movement. Rey was born
in Jerusalem in 1904. Shortly after his birth, his family
moved to Istanbul. Rey’s musical flair was discovered at
a young age by his father, an enlightened diplomat, his
mother who came from an aristocratic family and played
the piano, and his teachers at the Galatasaray High
School. In 1913, he moved to Paris, where he continued
his music education and met Gabriel Faure, one of the
leading composers of France and the director of the Paris
Conservatory. During World War I, he studied at the
Geneva Conservatory and returned to Istanbul after his
graduation in 1919. When the war ended, he went back to
Paris to continue his piano and composition education.

In 1923, when he was only 19, Rey was appointed a
professor of piano and composition at the Istanbul
Conservatory upon the recommendation of Halit Ziya
Usakligil. This position marks the start of his struggle to
last for a lifetime. He continued composing and teaching
side by side. While writing works that initiated the
development process of the concept of Contemporary
Turkish Music, he also endeavored to give his students
the highest quality education and cultivate a love of
contemporary music in the society.

Turkey, Symphonic Rhapsodies, composed in 1973, were
recovered in 1986, while the Istanbul Philharmonic
Association was working towards organizing the
composer’s works after his death.

The Symphonic Rhapsodies consist of ten separate
movements attached to each other without interruption.

With its impressionist approach, the work reminds

a journey from one end of Anatolia to the other. The
composer pays significant attention to the colors of sounds
in this approach.



He wends his way to folkloric rhythms, where figuration
may become too marked at times within the permeability
of the flexible structures of makams, regional melodies and
sometimes to more abstract, hazy colors. Solo passages
frequently used in the same flexibility, little ensemble
sections and sections played by the whole orchestra are
listed one after another.

Similarly, incompatible intervals used in parallel to
makams and contrapuntal passages leave the audience
with a feeling of resentment they cannot exactly make
sense of. In the uninterrupted continuity of the work where
sound colors and makams are impressively intertwined,
the composer sometimes observes the sorrow, pains and
ardor of Anatolia from outside, while at other times he
experiences these emotions with all his soul.
