Lucas and Artur Jussen are among the most sought-
after piano duos of our time. In view of their illustrious
international career, one could remark that the Jussen
brothers (30 and 26) are the Netherland’s pre-eminent
ambassadors for classical music. With their energetic,
almost symbiotic playing, their great refinement of sound
and gripping interpretations, they are praised vigorously
by press and audiences alike.

The Jussen brothers have performed with eminent
orchestras internationally, including the Boston
Symphony Orchestra and The Philadelphia Orchestra,
Concertgebouworkest, Budapest Festival Orchestra, NDR
Elbphilharmonie Orchester, the Academy of St Martin in
the Fields, as well as the Montréal, Sydney, Singapore and
Shanghai Symphony Orchestras. They collaborate with
the likes of renowned conductors such as Andris Nelsons,
Christoph Eschenbach, Ivan Fischer, Sir Neville Marriner,
Yannick Nézet-Séguin, Jukka-Pekka Saraste and Jaap van
Zweden.

Recording exclusively with Deutsche Grammophon since
2010, their debut CD with works by Beethoven received
platinum status and was awarded the Edison Klassiek
audience award. A Schubert recording and Jeux, a CD



dedicated to French piano music, were subsequently
released. Their recording of Mozart’s piano concertos

KV 365 and KV 242 together with the Academy of St
Martin in the Fields and Sir Neville Marriner reached

gold status. The Jussen brothers also recorded Poulenc’s
double piano concerto and Saint-Saéns’ ‘The Carnival of
the Animals’ with the Concertgebouworkest and Stéphane
Denéve, as well as concertos and chorales by Bach with
the Amsterdam Sinfonietta. On “The Russian Album”
(March 2021) they interpret works for two pianos by
Rachmaninoff, Stravinsky and Arensky. The latest addition
to their discography is “Dutch Masters” (April 2022) which
is devoted to works by Dutch composers, in collaboration
with the Netherlands Radio Philharmonic Orchestra and
Karina Canellakis. The recording was awarded an Edison
Klassiek in the category “Chamber Music”, as well as the
audience award in September 2022.

Lucas and Arthur received their first piano lessons in

their native town of Hilversum. As children, they were
invited to perform for the Dutch Queen Beatrix. Then
distinctions and awards in competitions followed. In 2005,
the brothers met the Portuguese pianist Maria Jodo Pires.
During the following years they took lessons from both
Pires and renowned Dutch teachers. Lucas completed

his studies with Menahem Pressler in the US and with
Dmitri Bashkirov in Madrid. Arthur graduated from the
Amsterdam Conservatory, where he studied with Jan Wijn.

In 1909, August Jaeger, the German emigre who edited and
championed the emerging composer's works and, in the
process, became Elgar's close friend, died at the age of 49
after a long wasting illness.

Although the Elegy was written on the commission of the
Worshipful Company of Musicians to honor the memory

of Reverend Robert Hadden, the deeply felt echoes of
“Nimrod”, the most beautiful part of the Enigma Variations,
can be heard in this short work.

Phoenix Opus 97, composed by Fazil Say for two pianists
to play 4 hands on a single piano, in 2020 during the
pandemic period and quarantine days.



The work is 20 minutes and it contains the advanced of
pianistic techniques and new timbre of the 4 hand piano
art. The work has intensely the irregular rhythms of eastern
music. There are also melodic “leitmotifs” in some parts of
the work.

The work, which is about the legendary Phoenix bird in
Persian mythology, tells that the real journey in life, is the
journey that a person makes within herself / himself.

According to legend, all birds in the world believe Phoenix
which is the bird’s monarch and lives on Mount Kaf. And
one day they start flying to find this bird, they have never
seen. Some birds lose hope and return back. And when they
reach Mount Kaf, only thirty birds remain. At this moment,
they realize that what they are looking for is actually in
their own existence.

The work commissioned by the Munich Philharmonic,
performed for the first time in the world by Arthur & Lucas
Jussen in 2022.

Irkin Aktiize, Miizigi Okumak

Symphony no. 2 with a brighter and more friendly mood
in comparison to the first may owe these features to

its having been composed in Italy. In 1900, Sibelius

met Finnish Baron Axel Carpelan, who was an amateur
musician. Although he was not a very rich man, the Baron
funded the composer personally and allowed him to lead a
comfortable life by finding him many secret patrons. With
his help, Sibelius spent the winter of 1901 in Rapallo, close
to Portofino in the Bay of Genova, Italy, with his family and
dedicated the Second Symphony he composed to Baron
Carpelan.

The Symphony no. 2 completed in a room that overlooked
the sea from a garden full of camellias, roses, almond trees,
cypresses and palms was first performed on March 3, 1902
under the baton of the composer in Helsingfors, today’s
Helsinki.

It is claimed that Sibelius, whose first symphony was
found similar to Tchaikovsky’s Symphony no. 5 even by his
followers, forged his identity with his Symphony no. 2.



However, those who looked for traces of Kalevala

and reflections of Finnish folklore in this work were
disappointed.Sibelius did not identify a program for this
symphony. Still, his close friend, Finnish conductor George
Schneevoight who conducted the 1933 performance of the
work by the Boston Symphony Orchestra explained the
work as follows: “The first movement (Allegretto) depicts
the quiet, pastoral life of the Finns undisturbed by thought
of oppression. The second movement (Tempo Andante) is
charged with patriotic feeling, but the thought of a brutal
rule over the people brings with it timidity of soul.

The third (Vivacissimo), in the nature of a Scherzo,
portrays the awakening of national feeling, the desire to
organize in defense of their rights, while in the fourth
movement (Finale) hope enters their breasts and there is
comfort in the anticipated coming of a deliverer.” The fact
that the well-known and influential music critique of his
country, Karl Flodin, greeted Sibelius as the new Richard
Strauss and described the new symphony as a masterpiece,
suggesting that it advances in the direction of Beethoven’s
symphonies, sparked a growing interest in the composer.
